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Data upload:

e Upload your data as GPS file, OR

e Paste it into the text box, using comma-
separated format: (name, description, latitude,
longitude).

e If you paste the data into the text box, be sure
to change 'Force plain text to be this type:' to
trackpoints.

Click Create KML File
Save the file to your computer

Open and edit the file in Google Earth

The file produced by GPS Visualiser is a LINE (path). To
convert it to a polygon, use the line / polygon editing
techniques described above and:

1. Select the point at one end of the line (turn it
blue)

2. Create a new point next to it (left click)

3. Select that point (turn it green) and drag it to
overlap with the point at the other end of the
line.

4. Once those points overlap, the line will
automatically be converted to a polygon.
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
